Upon receipt of admission letters, the applicants will be expected to download fellowship application forms, complete them and submit the same to this office for onward transmission to the Dutch Embassy through the Ministry of State for Public Service.

Fellowship application forms and other details on the courses are available at the NUFFIC Website: www.niffic.nl.  It may be noted that Nuffic administers the Netherlands Fellowship programme on behalf of the Dutch Government.

The courses are targeting mid-career officers, with at least three (3) years working experience.  The officers should also not have received at NFP fellowship or any other fellowship during the last three (3) years.

Duly completed fellowship application forms must include/or satisfy the following requirements:

· Certified copies of degree or diploma certificates by issuing institution;

· The Immigration Department should certify copy of passport bio-data page.  The passport should be valid up to six months after the course.

· A certified copy of the birth certificate by issuing Ministry/Department;

· One recent coloured passport-size photograph;

· A letter of motivation from applicant’s employer on original letterhead nominating him/her job and pay his/her for the course, and stating clearly the he/she will retain his/her job and pay his/her salary for the duration of the course (Photocopies not acceptable);
· An original letter from host institution in the Netherlands stating that you have been admitted to the course (copy not acceptable) and;

· Contact address of applicant i.e. e-mail, telephone and postal address be clearly indicated on the form.

· Deadline for submission of duly completed fellowship application forms (in duplicate) to the undersigned on 5th February 2010.
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
